
NEW PROGRAMS IN THE FIGHT AGAINST HUNGER 
 
Two grants have been awarded by the Hartford Foundation for Public Giving to Gifts of 
Love, to help to establish the new Farmington River Valley Hunger Collaborative and to 
fund a new Kid to Kid Program which will offer area students the opportunity to 
volunteer at Gifts of Love. 
 
Collaborative partners in Avon, Farmington, Simsbury and Canton will share in 
purchasing food at FoodShare, the regional food bank that coordinates donations from 
food companies to provide more than 15 tons of food daily to feed thousands of people at 
more than 400 nonprofits in Greater Hartford. This will enable the pantries to achieve 
bulk rates and reduce individual expenses. The Gifts of Love truck will pick up food from 
Foodshare and distribute it to each of the four food pantries. The agency will also share 
storage and work with the Community Farm of Simsbury to grow vegetables and fruit for 
clients.
